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· CANVASES:  At least two (2) pre-stretched, primed canvases, AT LEAST 16 x 20”
· PAINTS: PAINTS: Dick Blick and Plaza brands are excellent for starting out. Golden and Liquitex are even higher quality. Please have the following basic colors from whichever company you choose: rose madder, cadmium red medium, cadmium yellow medium, zinc/lemon yellow, naples yellow, cobalt blue, cerulean blue, Prussian blue, dioxazine purple, chromium or sap green, indian red, van dyke brown, paynes grey, and a LARGE tube of zinc/titanium white, plus any other colors you want.  AVOID paints that have the word “hue” in the title—they are cheaper because they contain too little pigment.

· BRUSHES:  Start with 3-4, but with a wide range of sizes--fine point to at least 1.5” wide.  Hog bristle (if you like Van Gogh) or synthetic brushes (if you like realism).
· MEDIUM:   Purchase one small bottle of store brand Acrylic Painting Medium--Gloss
· Disposable Grey Paper Palette, 12 x 16 inches or larger
· 1 METAL palette knife, DIAMOND shaped, medium size

· Surgical gloves  (buy in bulk—you will use several pairs per class
· Paper towels or old t-shirts for rags

· Optional: Spray bottle for water (for keeping your painting wet)
